· Reference to “Man Comm” is taken to mean the Management Committee of BASC. 
· Reference to “year” is taken to mean the club season which usually runs from the beginning of September to the end of June. 
· Reference to “sponsors” is taken to mean particular businesses recognised by Man Comm as subsidising the operation of the club, with or without the existence of agreements defining those arrangements. 
Part A
GENERAL PRINCIPLES TO APPLY TO SPONSORSHIP ARRANGEMENTS
· The Management Committee of Ballymoney Amateur Swimming Club, an organisation run by volunteer parents, undertakes to operate in good faith at all times and provide reasonable benefits to any sponsor on the understanding that any arrangements are informal, without being legally binding and shall be operated in a spirit of goodwill and understanding for the benefit of the club and all its members and in accordance with the provisions of the Club Constitution.

· All proposals to be agreed by a majority of Management Committee members before final arrangements are established and goods or funds received.

· Agreements may extend beyond the tenure of the Man Comm bringing the arrangement into effect and, whilst recognising the authority of each Man Comm to regulate its own affairs, will, unless in the opinion of Man Comm circumstances dictate otherwise, be honoured throughout the tenure as originally established.

· Where it is deemed necessary by either party (i.e. Man Comm or a sponsor) to terminate an agreement prematurely, sponsored items & any item bearing the sponsors logo will be withdrawn from use and, as far as reasonably practical, any goods wholly purchased by the sponsor will be returned to them.

· Man Comm members to be aware of the potential for accusations of a conflict of interest by any club member, to declare such interests where they arise and to proceed with due care during the conduct of any discussions and establishment of decisions, excluding themselves from particular discussions or votes as considered, by mutual agreement, to be appropriate.

· Man Comm to ensure that the nature of the sponsor’s business is not incompatible with the objectives of a junior sporting club, especially in relation to businesses which hold a licence for the sale of alcohol on the premises, (e.g. pubs etc)

· Notwithstanding the authority of Man Comm to appoint new sponsors as the opportunity arises Man Comm to avoid appointing any proposed new sponsors where there is reasonable evidence of a conflict of interests between that of the club and the sponsor, where the proposed new sponsor is a business competitor of an existing sponsor or where for any other reason the appointment of a new sponsor will, in the majority opinion of Man Comm, contravene any arrangement established with an existing sponsor.

· Man Comm to provide appropriate publicity for, and courtesy to, business sponsors as the opportunity arises, e.g.

· In media coverage

· In club gala programmes

· By display & distribution of promotional materials.

· On any web-site operated by Man Comm (e.g. web-site links, logos etc)

· By invitation to official club functions

· Coaches Committee to be kept informed by Man Comm of arrangements as deemed appropriate by Man Comm.

· Coaches committee and/or club captains to act as a conduit from Man Comm to the swimmers for consultation as deemed appropriate by Man Comm.

· Man Comm to encourage, through the Coaches Committee and gala convenors as appropriate, the use of sponsored items and other items bearing the logos of current sponsors by relevant club members at official functions during, but not beyond, the tenure of any agreement. Whilst such use may not be regarded as a compulsory condition for membership of the club it may, if so decided by Man Comm, be deemed compulsory for any individual member for appearance in media coverage, attendance at official functions and for future selection as a swimmer in a gala team.
